KUALA LUMPUR: The country
must bring back its talents and
provide incentives to keep them
home if it plans to have an inno-
vation-led economy where its pri-
mary driver is based on science,
technology and innovation (STI),
said the Prime Minister, Datuk
Seri Najib Tun Razak.
