(RoS) declared as null and void
the election for the party's
three vice-president posts and
23 Central Working Committee
(CWC) seats at the MIC general
assembly in Melaka in November
2013.

In its letter dated Dec 5, 2014,
RoS ordered MIC to hold re-
elections for these posts within
90 days. - Bernama
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
