KEPONG: Authorities should not
only look to reducing the illegal fell-
ing of trees but logging in general if
they want to avoid devastating
floods, said former prime minister
Tun Dr Mahathir Mohamad.

He feared the floods would be an
annual occurrence if nothing was
done to stop deforestation.

“I proposed for it to become an
institution to promote forestry 30
years ago, and it has become a real-
ity. The trees we see here now were

“We are very fortunate that in this
country, plants grow very fast. And
in fact in Kuala Lumpur if we don't
prune the trees, in five years there
will be the Kuala Lumpur jungle,”
he said.
